A Virtual Career Connect platform has been created, as a
replacement platform for the in-person Nzalo Career Expo,
due to COVID-19. This means that Grade12 learners were
provided access to the same information and resources
that would be available at the in-person career expo.

material from various terfiary insfitutions and organizations

were delivered to each of the participating schools. In
addition, each learner received a pocket-guide booklet that
contains educational career information and ftools to help
learners prepare for life after high school.

Following the virtual connect, Nzalo Career Guidance
consultants visited each of the schools to assist the learners with
tertiary applications, onsite.
